‘which brought so many GIs and their
families together,” Madden wrote.

. Being able to be in touch again,
Madden added, has “brought back
the days of 1944 in London when we
were all so assailed by the enemy V-1
flying bombs ... the USO camp
shows (that) sent such stars as Mar-
lene Dietrich, Bing Crosby, Gertrude
Lawrence . .. the performances of
Maj. Glean Miller.”

Scott Tredwell, a son of Kenneth
Tredwell, still lives in Winston-Sa-
lem and has flown to visit hi§ now-
ailing father in California.

It was a time for reflection on

days gone by ... a time for memo-
ries.

“It was a poignant visit,” he said.
